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Rain gardens are planted to reducgétom-water runoff. During a storm, v
excess water runs off roads, parking lots, lawns afd roofs carrying oil, grit
and nutrients into storm-drains which then empty into streams, lakes or
rivers. Rain gardens, often in the shape of a sh'éﬂs:s basin, are planted with
native perennials and shrubs. Water is slowed down by the basin and
pollutants are filtered out of the storm-water by plant roots as the water is

absorbed back into the ground.
